Amateur Radio Operators to test emergency communications in a field day event

response unit vehicle will be available, along with a prize drawing and a chance to talk live on the air.

Ham radio operators have provided critical communications in many recent emergencies. During a local
disaster, normal communication channels may become inoperable. Renton’s amateur radio operators
have proven to be the most reliable low-tech source of communication available for the city.
