Chip and license ease return of lost pets

Imost 70 percent of lost pets in

Renton do not have licenses.
Owners of unlicensed pets can be
charged up to $250 when claiming their
animals through the city, but pets found
with both a license and microchip
are returned with no charge to their
owners.

All dogs and cats four months or

older are required by city law to be
licensed. Residents 61 or older, and

meeting certain income qualifications,
may qualify for a non-transferable
permanent license. Call 425-430-6924
for information.
