As of February 1, 2017, the City of Renton
partnered with Republic Services to bring residents
and businesses garbage, recycling, and organics
collection services. Republic Services is providing
all account management and billing services for
customers.

Residential service customers, please place all
containers at the curb by 7 a.m.

Please remove all collection containers from the
curbside and return them to their proper storage
area on your property within 24 hours of collection.

The city provides one recycling cart and one yard
waste cart to each household. Garbage carts are
based on subscription. All carts remain the property
of the City of Renton.

Yard waste is unlimited, however, the 96-gallon yard
waste cart has a weight limit of 200 pounds. Place
extra yard waste in a sturdy reusable container. No
sod or rocks will be accepted.

Customer will be charged for service requested even
if fewer units are serviced on a particular trip.

Keep items not intended for collection separate
from garbage and recycling containers.

No credit will be given for a skip in scheduled service
due to weather or road conditions. Collection
missed will be taken on the following Saturday.

Pickup days are Monday through Friday including
all holidays except Thanksgiving, Christmas Day,
and New Year’s Day. If your pickup day falls on or
after any of the above holidays, collection will be
one day late that week.
