« Bulky (minimum 2" in diameter) branches, large branches,
stumps, shrubs, unpainted, untreated wood, plywood,
OSB and particle board

» NO railroad ties, pressure treated wood

4. Uncontaminated Antifreeze

- Store in sealed, lidded, reusable container or small branches
« Do not mix with any other substances » NO grass clippings and/or brush
5. Uncontaminated Motor Oil 12. Broken Concrete Without Rebar,
. Store in sealed, lidded, reusable container Bricks and Porcelain
+ Do not mix with any other substances - Sinks, tubs, toilets (all parts removed)

6. Used Oil Filters
+ Allautomobile filters accepted SECURE YOUR LOAD FOR SAFER ROADS!
