The courts have held that no new evidence or testimony can be
presented at a closed record appeal proceeding before the City Council
and there can be no remands to the hearing examiner to reopen the
hearing.

Our code still allows both new evidence and testimony and remand to
the hearing examiner for reconsideration, and should be revised
accordingly.

Subsections 4-8-110F.4 and 4-8-110F.7 should be amended to remove
language relating to accepting new evidence and testimony or remanding
to the hearing examiner in a closed record appeal to the City Council.
